Why:   The Free Ski Day Food Drive is an important tradition for the community.  The first Free 
Ski Day this season 18,500 pounds of food was collected and distributed to the local agencies 
NeighborImpact works with in Crook, Jefferson, and Deschutes County, even though the 
weather conditions were extreme and some roads from the Willamette Valley were closed.
